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Bassma Kodmani est directrice de I’Initiative Arabe de Réforme, un consortium
d’instituts de recherche du monde arabe travaillant en partenariat avec des instituts
européens et américains sur les questions de réforme et de transition démocratique
dans le monde arabe. Elle est également chargée de mission a la direction
internationale du CNRS et directrice de recherche a /[ Académie Diplomatigue
Internationale.

De 1999 a 2005, elle a dirigé le programme « Gouvernance et coopération
internationale » pour le Moyen Orient a la Fondation Ford, basée en Egypte.
Précédemment, elle a créé et dirigé le programme d’études sur le Moyen Orient et
I'Islam a PInstitut Francais des Relations Internationales de1981 a 1998 et enseignait a
I'Université Paris I Sorbonne et Marne-La-Vallée.

Elle est auteur et directrice de publications sur les conflits du Moyen Orient, la sécurité
régionale, la question palestinienne, I’évolution politique des sociétés arabes et les
relations entre pouvoirs politiques et pouvoirs religieux. Son dernier livre _Abattre les
murs est paru en 2008.

Bassma Kodmani is the Executive Director of the Arab Reform Initiative, a
consortium of Arab policy research institutes with partners in European and US
working collaboratively on reforms and democratic transitions in the Arab world. She is
also senior adviser on international cooperation to the French national research council
(CNRS) and research director at the Académie Diplomatique Internationale.

From 1999 to 2005 she headed the Governance and International Cooperation program
at the Ford Foundation office for the Middle East and North Africa, based in Cairo
where she had overall responsibility for support to research institutions, NGOs and
public agencies in the region, and special responsibility for initiating and supporting
joint Israeli-Palestinian projects and track II meetings.

Prior to moving to Cairo, she established and directed the Middle East Program at the
Institut Frangais des Relations Internationales (IFRI) in Paris from 1981 to 1998 and was
Associate Professor of International Relations at Paris University.

She holds a PhD in Political Science from Sciences-Po in Paris. She has authored books
and articles on conflicts in the Middle East, regional security, the Palestinian question,
political developments in Arab societies and the relationship between religious authority
and political authority in the Muslim world.

Her latest book _Abattre les murs (Breaking Walls) was published in France in February
